Lina Bolzoni, Physiognomony’s memory (rhetoric, painting, theatre)

By consideration of texts belonging to different literary genres in the second half of the 16th century, we shall examine how physiognomony seeks to create meaningful faces, characters and biographies. In addition, we aim to show how a dense network of relations was created linking treatises of arts of memory, rhetorical texts and writings relating to the figurative arts with literary practices.
